The book
includes more than 50 coupons with savings of up to 50 percent at local restaurants, more than 50 others
with coupons with up to 30 percent savings at area stores, boutiques and gift shops, 18 coupons geared
toward health clubs, spas, fitness and healing centers, and others offering discounts for Cape Ann theaters
and other attractions.

In addition to the coupons, the book features a community section— highlighting— local business and
community heroes.
